had surprising resonance and insight into
the current spiritual dilemma of the West-
ern World. Eliot had forbidden any author-
ized biographies of his life and made it
difficult for anyone to write one. Gordon
slips around those considerable obstacles
quite adroitly. You would think the biogra-
phy of an early-mid 20" century poet who
was notorious for

verse, would have little to say to the larger
spiritual questions that trouble the church
today. But you would be quite surprised, |

It was an old teacher of mine, Rowan
Greer, who put me on to Eliot as a source
of spiritual insight, way back in my grad
school days.

She sees him as a
man who was always writing spiritual
autobiography and helps connect the dots
for the puzzled but curious reader of
Eliotds verse.

Eliot was a descendant of an old New
Engl and Puritan

trials. Another was president of Harvard.
His grandfather was a prominent Unitar-
ian clergyman. His mother wrote a great a
deal of religious verse. His father had
tried to flee all that weight of expectation
and went into the grocery business in St.
Louis. But Eliot ended up going to Har-
vard, where his past caught up with him.
And Eliot hated his
expectations. During the last year of his
graduate program at Harvard (in philoso-
phy) he went to Oxford for a year and
never returned to America (and never
finished his Ph.D.) He would end up a
permanent expatriate, finally taking Eng-
l'ish citizenship 1in
returned for visits frequently to America
and always considered himself an Ameri-
can poet).

The music that we perform in the Sunday services has been written by composers who lived hundreds of ye
ago or by composers in the recent past who have been influenced by the great composers of the Lutheran h

wor k,

Johann Sebastian Bach (16BBb0) with his ecclesiastical and secular works for choir,
orchestra, and solo instruments drew together the strands of the Baroque period and brough
it to its ultimate maturity. Bach's abilities as an organist were highly respected throughout
Europe during his lifetime, although he was not widely recognized as a great composer until
a revival of interest and performances of his music in the first half of the 19th century. He is
now regarded as the supreme composer of the Baroque, and as one of the greatest of all tin
His chorales in particular are still a mainstay in church choir libraries today. They are won-
derful, moving settings of hymns written by hymn writers from the early church up to the
eighteenth century.

In an age when there is a decided separation of church and state within the school sys-
tem, Bach and his music are studied in the classroom as major players in the history of mu-
sic. An organist friend of ours once commented that Johann Sebastian wrote so much mu-
sic that it could be divided into 20 pages per day for his entire life. If you are an admirer of
