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ñThe Change We Needéò 
 

When I a kid, back in 
the 70ôs, our family traveled 
around the country a fair bit. 
Along the way, on Sundays, 
weôd stop at a Missouri Synod 
congregation for Divine Ser-
vice. Whether it was California, 
Colorado, Iowa, Illinois, Texas, 
Montana, Wyoming, New York, 
Georgia, Florida, South Caro-
lina, or even western Canada, I 
could count on the same lit-
urgyðthe familiar Divine Ser-
vice from The Lutheran Hym-
nal the beloved ñpg. 15ò ser-
vice which itself is a simple 
version of the Western Mass, 
used by all churches before the 
Reformation, and by Lutherans 
and Anglicans faithfully for the 
next four centuries after the 
Reformation. The Roman 
Church continued to use es-
sentially the same Western 
Mass as well. The Augsburg 
Confession, to which all Lu-
theran pastors, at their ordina-
tion, swear allegiance for their 
entire ministry actually requires 
us to follow the Western Mass 
(check out Article XXIV of the 
Augustana which says we Lu-
therans adhere to the Western 
Mass more zealously than our 
Roman opponentsðthat weôre 
more catholic than the Pope 
when it comes to liturgy!). 

Even the preaching in 
the Missouri Synod of my 
youth was remarkably consis-
tent. The sermon would almost 
always be on the appointed 
Gospel lection (no ñsermon se-
riesò the pastor had whipped 

up on ñProdigious Parenting!ò 
or ñRecession-Proof Living!ò) 
and would focus on Christ and 
His gifts to us, distinguishing 
between the Law which ac-
cuses and the Gospel which 
guarantees us pardon and 
peace. Some pastors preached 
in a more gripping manner than 
others, but the message was 
consistent from coast to coast. 
Some churches had a better 
organist or a choir that was a 
little off, but the liturgy was re-
markably consistent also from 
coast to coast. 

Over the last ten years 
especially, Iôve noticed this has 
all changed. I have to check 
when Iôm traveling if the LCMS 
church even has a ñtraditionalò 
service (an increasing number 
of LCMS churches do not!) and 
if they do, check what exactly 
goes on at the ñtraditionalò ser-
viceðif it in fact follows a rec-
ognizable version of the West-
ern Mass? (Sometimes I have 
to explain what that is). Some-
times, just singing 19

th
 century 

sawdust trail revival hymns of a 
distinctly Arminian flavor 
counts as ñtraditional Lutheranò 
liturgy! And the sermons! If 
Christ is mentioned, I feel very 
fortunate, and if He is men-

tioned as the sin forgiving Sav-
ior who gives His body and 
blood for our life and salvation, 
Iôm practically speechless with 
wonder). 

What has happened to 
the Lutheran ChurchðMissouri 
Synod that such a dramatic 
change has occurred in just a 
few decades? I think the an-
swer is fairly simpleðits focus 
has shifted from transforming 
people by the Christ-centered, 
Christ-conveying means of 
grace of the church catholic, 
instead to transforming the 
church to meet the desires of 
modern religious ñconsumersò. 
Instead of seeing our mission 
as being transformed by 
Christôs forgiveness into His 
image ourselves, we hold a 
moist finger to the wind to see 
what image people want us to 
mold for them today. And if 
they want some rock and roll 
and sawdust trail Billy Sunday-
style Arminian revivalism, then 
we will transform Christôs 
church to fit what the customer 
wants! 

Christ Jesus didnôt 

change to suit our desires. 

Thatôs why He was nailed to a 

cross. But by the Word and 

Sacraments of that cross, He 

changed a lost world into the 

Kingdom of Godðand by the 

changeless worship of His 

church catholic, He shares that 

change with us. Though this is 

the less travelled road in the 

church today, thatôs still the 

change we needé
